Update on Building at the Rayyan Campus 
 

There have been no further developments on our Rayyan Campus building programme. We continue to 

work with the municipal planning department on the subject. I cannot make any firm prediction about 

the progress of the building work. 

 

News from the Primary School - Reporting to Parents at CISD 
 

At Compass we like to keep parents informed of their children‘s learning on a regular basis. Whilst we 

do this informally, with parents welcome to request an appointment with their teacher at any time 

throughout the year, we also have a schedule for reporting formally to parents. 
 

Term 1 

Approximately 6 weeks into the first term parents are invited in to discuss their child‘s learning with the 

class teacher. At this meeting the teacher will discuss how the child has settled into the new class, 

progress made and areas to work on at home and at school. This allows an early conversation to identify 

targets for the parents and school to work on to help the child make progress with their learning. 
 

At the end of Term 1, the parents receive a comprehensive report of the child‘s progress that term. The 

report format changed this year to make it simpler to follow and to identify some clear targets the child 

will work towards. 
 

Term 2 

In the second term; parents will, once again, be invited in for a Parent Consultation meeting to discuss 

their child‘s progress. 

 



Also in this term, the regular weekly assemblies are replaced with Presentations of Learning. These 

comprise of all children having the opportunity to present their own learning to their class and parents. 

The format for this is as follows: the children choose pieces of work they are particularly proud of from 

Maths, English, IPC and Languages, and explain to the audience why they have chosen them, what they 

have learned, what was difficult etc. 
 

Term 3 

Once again, around 6 weeks into the term parents are invited into discuss their child‘s progress with the 

class teacher.  At the end of this term, the child will receive a comprehensive report about their learning 

that year. This will include suggestions for what to work on during the holidays and the next term and 

also feedback from standardized tests that indicate how well the child is doing compared to other 

children of the same age. 
 

Frequently Asked Questions (FAQs) 

Why can we not have the report earlier? 

2 reasons – in the past we have found that if the reports are given out early, many students leave school 

before the end of term. Not only does this affect that child‘s learning but also the learning of all the 

students in the class. Also, the writing of children‘s reports is a lengthy process, we want to make sure 

that the report that goes out has covered as much of the learning as possible. If it went out earlier there 

would be elements of the learning not yet covered in class.   
 

I am not sure about the B D M that was on the last report. 

As an IPC school we have adopted the rubric style of assessment that the International Primary 

Curriculum supports. This consists of 3 levels of rubrics that indicate how a student is doing in regards 

to the acquisition of new skills. 
 

When a student is at the beginning stage, which they very often will be at the start of the year, the 

student is starting to demonstrate understanding of the new learning. They may well need more practice 

or reinforcement to move them onto the next (developing) level, or to grasp all elements of the skill, and 

it may be that this new learning is planned to be covered again later in the term or year. 
 

When at the mastering level, a student has successfully acquired the knowledge or skill and can apply it 

in most situations. They will still be able to develop this learning further hence the term ‗mastering‘ not 

‗mastered‘.

Primary School English

Dutch First Language Programme

English as an Additional Language

What does Mother tongue mean? 
 

‗First language‘, ‗mother tongue‘, ‗home language‘.  Sometimes people are confused about what these 

words mean.   Mother tongue is the language you spoke to your children when they were babies; the 

language they use to speak to their grandparents, the language of their culture.

Supporting a child‘s mother tongue at home is very important as this assists their acquisition of English.  

It also continues to develop a child‘s conceptual development and therefore makes it easier for a child to 

learn concepts in English. 
 

There are many ways you can continue to develop your child‘s mother tongue: 

 Read books together in your native language and discuss storyline and characters in mother 

tongue and English. 

 Count, recite days of the week, months of the year and other basic concepts in native tongue. 

 Label things around the home in native tongue and English. 

 Encourage children to write shopping lists, emails and letters in their mother tongue. 

 Meet with other children who speak your mother tongue. 

 Watch TV programmes, DVDs and use the internet in your mother tongue. 

 Encourage children to carry out research for school projects using the internet in their mother 

tongue. 
 

Mother tongue is fragile and easily lost in the early years of school as children pick up ‗playground 

English‘.   Children can lose their mother tongue within 2-3 years of starting school if not used enough.

Response:  Interlocking compressed foam pieces (as often seen in retail stores for children‘s rooms) will 

be put down before classes.  However, they will only be used for some of the lesson as the children 

cannot practice all the moves on a foam surface.

A request was made to provide seating for parents supervising children while a sibling is involved in an 

afterschool activity. 

Response:   We are awaiting quotes for extra benches which will be placed in the tented area of the 

playground beside the play area. 
 

Traffic and Pedestrian Safety 

Simon Gathercole and Holgar Feldkamp have agreed to assist Jill Chomowicz in facilitating a study of 

the traffic and pedestrian patterns and behaviour around the Gharaffa Campus.  Much of the area of 



concern includes public roads, private land and empty lots which are outside the school‘s remit and 

cannot be regulated.

General Information 
 

Arrival Time  The school gates open at 7.00 AM and staff are available in covered areas to supervise 

students. The bell rings at 7.20 AM and students may then move to their classes. 

 Please note that school starts at 7.30 AM and children are expected to be in their 

classrooms ready to learn by then. We do understand that traffic in Doha can be a 

challenge, but arriving late can not only disrupt your own child‘s learning, but also the 

learning of other students. Please make sure that your children arrive at school on 

time. 
 

Absence If your child is absent from school for any reason, please inform the Class Teacher / 

Form Tutor or call the school office. This should be done before the event in the case 

of a planned absence (e.g. holiday / visit to the dentist). For sickness, or other 

unplanned absences, please send an explanatory letter when your child returns to 

school. 
 

Clothing  We do expect all students to attend school in the appropriate school uniform. Please 

ensure that all items of clothing and other personal belongings are clearly labelled with 

your child‘s name. Personalised iron-on labels are available from Zaks, the uniform 

suppliers.  
 

Swimming  Swimming is part of the school curriculum and children should be reminded to bring 

their swimming costume and a towel. 
 

Snacks  Please provide your child with something healthy to eat at break times (e.g. fruit, 

cereal bar, etc.) in a suitable container marked with their name. Please provide drinks 

in containers other than glass, which can be dangerous. Children are encouraged  to 

drink water during lessons to ensure that they remain fully hydrated for optimal 

learning. 
 

Sun Safe We operate a NO HAT - NO PLAY policy. Make sure that your child brings their hat 

to school otherwise they will not be allowed onto the field to play. Please ensure that 

your child knows that they need to drink regularly to remain properly hydrated in the 

hot weather. 



 

Lost property There is a lost property box in the security office by the gate at school. If you lose 

something, please check there in the first place. There are many items waiting to be 

claimed. 
 

Parking Please take care when parking at the start and the end of the school day and ensure that 

you follow the instructions of our security personnel. The car parks in front of the 

Gharaffa Campus are for the use of school buses and staff only. Parents are asked to 

use the roadside parking areas at the Rayyan Campus and the land next to the school at 

the Gharaffa Campus. Please do not park opposite the Gharaffa Campus entrance as 

this upsets our neighbours. 
 

Before School Students at Gharaffa may wait in the tented area inside the gate from 7 AM.  Two 

members of staff supervise the students and the students are expected to sit quietly and 

sensibly at the tables whilst waiting for school to start.
