Curriculum
 We follow the National Curriculum for England for Key Stage 3 –

students aged 11 to 14 (Years 7 to 9)
 We then offer the International General Certificate of Secondary 

Education (IGCSE)  for students aged 14 – 16 (Years 10 – 11)
 We are accredited to offer qualifications by Cambridge 

International Examinations (CIE) and also by Edexcel (London 
Board)

 We intend to offer the International Baccalaureate Diploma 
Programme for students aged 16 – 18 (Years 12-13) and have 
registered as an ‘Interested School’.

 Whilst the secondary school curriculum is different to the IPC, 
the school’s teaching philosophy remains the same. We aim for 
students to enjoy their learning, to be engaged by what they do 
and to learn though practical tasks that connect them to the 
wider world beyond school.

In Year 7, students will study the following subjects:

Staffing and Pastoral Care
 On a day to day basis, the Rayyan Campus is run by the Rayyan

Campus Principal. Mrs. Donna Brackstone-Drake will be joining
the school in August as the new Principal. As Head of School, I
am responsible for overall management and the Principal reports
to me.

 Students are placed in a Form with a Form Tutor who will take
care of them and keep an eye on their academic and social
progress.

 Students are generally taught in mixed ability form groups except
for some subjects such as mathematics where they may be
grouped by ability.

 Subjects are taught by specialist teachers, but some teachers may
teach several subjects.

 Students will move to different rooms for different subjects.



Building Plans and Progress
 We have faced some big challenges over the last year with

planning issues. As of today, our approvals are back on track and
we have been given DC1 approval to build a new classroom block
plus sports hall.

 The new challenge is that our building plans are now behind
schedule and it is likely that not all facilities will be open for the
start of school, plus we also require some approvals of the new
buildings by the Supreme Educational Council.

 The aim is to have one teaching block and the sports hall ready
for the start of the new term, but it is looking likely that this will
slip by about 1 month. The second block will be completed later
during term 1.

Reporting to Parents
Parents are informed of their children‘s learning on a regular
basis. We also feel that it is vital that secondary school
students take responsibility for their own learning.

 Each term the school holds Parent Consultation Meetings. 
Students are invited to participate.

 Parents receive a written report in Term 1 and Term 3 
 During Term 2 parents are invited into school to look at 

their child’s learning and observe their child’s Presentation 
of Learning.

 In the Term 3 report, there will be a comment as to how 
your child has performed in relation to national standards. 
It will state whether your child is above, within or below the 
expected level for a child of that age.



Other issues
 Your child will get regular homework and will be issued with a

Communications Book and Homework Timetable.
 We will be introducing an Attendance Policy and students who miss more than

18 days during the course of the academic year may be asked to repeat a Year.
 We do not expect students to use their mobile phones or other electronic

devices during the day. They should be switched off during school hours.
 Information on the extra-curricular programme will be circulated in

September.
 Secondary students are going through a challenging phase in their life –

changes of school plus the beginnings of puberty. We need to work together to
monitor their social and academic progress and offer them different
opportunities to talk.

 You may have already noticed that your child is less willing to invite you into
school and speaks less to you. This is not unusual and develops further as they
go through secondary school. It is not about you, but about their desire for
greater independence.
